Paint and adhesive manufactures have provided their recommendations for finishing the materials used in manufacturing your Decorative Shutters by One Step Beyond™.  We provide this information free of charge to our users who must independently determine the suitability of finish materials for our shutter product.  It is the user’s responsibility to test and qualify all finish materials to be used on our products.  One Step Beyond does not guarantee the performance or compatibility of the materials listed in this document or any other materials, nor does One Step Beyond bear any liability associated with the finishing treatment used on our shutters.  We recommend using the back of one of your shutters for testing, before the final application.  Final qualification is the responsibility of the end user.
Material

· “Wood composite” material specifically processed for excellent performance for exterior usage and better know as, exterior MDF or micro-density fiberboard.
· Quality manufactured for resistance to moisture, rot and termites. 

· Better than solid wood because it won’t bow, expand or contract.

Finishing

· Prime and paint before use.
· Use a high quality exterior oil/alkyd solvent-based or acrylic latex primer system specifically designed for use on “wood composite” substrates.

· The final topcoat should be compatible with the primer system used.

· Ninety-degree (90°) edges should be eased where possible to improve paint coverage and to extend service life.  

· The following topcoats are not recommended or most paint manufactures because of the short service life, poor protection against UV light and higher potential for performance problems:

· Shake and shingle paints, clear coatings, flat oil/alkyd paint topcoats and vinyl acetate (PVA) based paints.

· Transparent and semi-transparent stains.

· We recommend using Sherwin Williams “Vinyl Safe Colors”, which have been chemically treated to be conducive to our wood composite product and use with darker colors.
